NABARD, Regional Office, Hyderabad vide letter no. NB.TSRO.HYD/515/ MCID/JLGs/2016-17 dt. 11th May 2016 allocated district-wise / agency-wise targets for financing JLGs (Bhoomi Heen Kisan) and advised us to allocate the same to banks / district-wise for the year 2016-17.  Accordingly, the targets have been allocated and communicated to member banks.

Vaddi Leni Runalu:
SLBC would like to bring to the notice of Agriculture Dept., Govt. of Telangana that the banks in the State have implemented the Vaddi Leni Runalu (VLR) / “Pavala Vaddi Scheme”, for the year 2015-16 as advised by Agriculture Dept., Govt. of Telangana and subsequently Banks have submitted their claims for reimbursement of interest on Vaddi Leni Runalu (VLR) to Agriculture Department, GOT.  Banks like APGVB, SBI, SBH, AB have informed that they received only partial claims. We request Agriculture Dept., GOT to settle the reimbursement claims. Further, VLR guidelines for Kharfi/Rabi 2015-16 are yet to be received from Agriculture Department, GoT, in the absence of which banks are not in a position to implement the scheme.
5.8
Prime Minister Fasal Bhima Yojana:
Reserve Bank of India has advised vide cir.no. FIDD. No. FSD/ BC. 20.05.10.007/2015-16 dated 17th March 2016 that Govt. of India has recently approved Pradhan Manthri Fasal Bhima Yojana (PMFBY) which would replace the existing schemes of National Agriculture Insurance Scheme (NAIS) & Modified National Agriculture Insurance Scheme (MNAIS) from Kharif 2016.  PMFBY would be available to the farmers at very low rates of premium which would be maximum upto 1.5% for Rabi and upto 2% for Kharif for Food crops, Pulses and Oilseeds and upto 5% for Annual Horticulture / Commercial crops.  This scheme would provide insurance cover for all stages of the crop cycle including post-harvest risks in specified instances.

Further, Weather Based Crop Insurance Scheme (WBCIS) has also been modified and the premium payable by the farmers as also its administrative provisions and operationalization process have been brought on par with PMFBY.  The scheme and detailed operational guidelines are available on the Govt. of India’s website www.agricoop.nic.in & www.agri-insurance.gov.in Guidelines for Pilot UPIS are being prepared by Govt. of India and will be circulated separately.  RBI circular is enclosed as Annexure 45.

Stand up India Scheme:
SUIS is a loan scheme for the people of India who are willing to have their own business but due to financial instability they failed to do so. 

Guidelines for Stand Up India Scheme:
· The objective of the scheme is to extend two loans per branch.  At least one loan to Scheduled Caste or Scheduled Tribe category and one loan to women borrower of any category.  The scheme will be available / implemented by all branches of scheduled commercial banks.

· Loan amount should be in the range of minimum of Rs. 10.00 lac and maximum of Rs. 100.00 lac per unit and loan should be sanctioned for setting of Greenfield enterprises in Manufacturing, services or trading sector.  In case of non-individual enterprises at least  51% of the shareholding and controlling stake should be held by either an SC/ST or women entrepreneurs.

· The scheme is designed to create an eco system which facilitates and other support needed from time to time for succeeding in business among SC/ST and women entrepreneurs.

Salient features of the scheme:
· The scheme is intended to facilitate at least two such projects per bank branch, on an average one for each category of entrepreneurs.  It is expected to benefit at least 2.5 lac borrowers across the country.

· The expected date of reaching the target of at least 2.5 lac approvals is 36 months from the launch of the scheme.

· Refinance window through Small Industries Development Bank of India (SIDBI) with an initial amount of Rs. 10,000 crore.

· Creation of a credit guarantee mechanism through the National Credit Guarantee Trust Company (NCGTC).

· Handholding sup-port for borrowers both at pre-loan stage and during operations.  This would include increasing their familiarity with factoring services, registration with online platforms and e-market places as well as sessions on best practices and problem solving.

· Focus is on handholding support for both SC/ST and women borrowers.

· The overall intent of the approval is to leverage the institutional credit structure to reach out to these under-served sectors of the population by facilitating bank loans repayable up to 7 years and between Rs. 10 lac to Rs. 100 lac for Greenfield enterprises in the non-farm sector set up by such SC/ST and women entrepreneurs.
· The loan under the scheme would be appropriately secured and backed by a credit guarantee through a credit guarantee scheme for which Department of Financial Services would be the settler and National Credit Guarantee Trustee Company Ltd (NCGTC) would be the operating agency.

Being one of the flagship programme of the Government of India, the progress of implementation of Stand-Up India scheme is being closely monitored by a National Level Steering Committee for Stand-up India Scheme under the Chairmanship of Hon’ble Minister of Finance, and 5 Ministers from Union Cabinet, 3 Members of Parliament, besides, CMDs of NABARD, SIDBI and Chairman, DICCI as members of the committee.

Roadmap for Providing Banking Channels / Services: 
15.1
Roadmap for opening brick and mortar branches in villages with population more than 5000 without a bank branch of a scheduled commercial bank
RBI vide circular No. RBI /2015-16 / 277, FIDD. CO. LBS. BC. No. 82 / 02.01.001 / 2015-16 dated December 31, 2015 informed that coverage of banking services in unbanked villages is skewed towards the BC model and the ratio of branches to BC is very low. For increasing banking penetration and financial inclusion, brick and mortar branches are an integral component. Therefore, it has been decided to focus on villages with population above 5000 without a bank branch of a scheduled commercial bank. This will also enable banks to provide quality financial services and timely support to BC outlets that would help in sustaining and strengthening the services provided through BCs and also ensure close supervision of BC operations.   

In this regard, RBI advised SLBC convener bank to identify villages with population of above 5000 which are without a bank branch of scheduled commercial bank and allot the villages among them including Regional Rural Banks for opening of branches.  The opening of bank branches as per the proposed Roadmap should be completed by March 31, 2017.

Reserve Bank of India has advised State Level Bankers’ Committee to submit the finalized roadmap with details of allocated villages to various banks by 31st January, 2016. 

SLBC has allocated 255 such centres to various Scheduled Commercial Banks / RRBs and conveyed the same to the respective banks.  List of allocated is enclosed as Annexure 47.

Pradhan Manthri Jan Dhan Yojana – Opening of accounts – Conversion of Small Accounts to Basic Savings Bank Deposits Accounts (BSBDA):
Dept. Of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt. Of India vide letter no. F.No 1/9/2014-FI (Pt.XI) (C-69300) dated 10th May 2016 has informed that some State Governments are facing problem in transfer of benefits in certain schemes  due to restrictions imposed (restrictions on withdrawal of amounts more than Rs. 10,000/- balance in the accounts not to exceed Rs. 50,000/- any point of time, credit limit not to be more than Rs. 1.00 lac) in the Small accounts opened under PMJDY.  In this regard, it is informed that PMJDY envisages opening of ‘Basic Savings Bank Deposits Account (BSBDA)’ which are subjected to RBI instructions on Know Your Customers (KYC) / Anti Money Laundering (AML) for opening of bank accounts issued from time to time.  

However, those persons who do not have any of the ‘officially valid documents’  as stipulated can open ‘Small Accounts’ with banks.  A small account can be opened on the basis of a self attested photograph and putting her / his signature or thumb print in the presence of an official of the bank.  Such accounts have limitation regarding the aggregate credits (not more than Ruees one lac in a year), aggregate withdrawals (not more than Ruees then thousand in a month) and balance in the accounts (not more than Rupees fifty thousand at any point of time).  These small accounts would be valid normally for a period of twelve months.  Thereafter, such accounts would be allowed to continue for a further period of twelve more months, if the account holder provides a document that she / he has applied for any of the officially valid document within twelve month of opening the small account.

In view of the above, it is requested to ensure that necessary review mechanism (to obtain KYC documents as per RBI guidelines) are in place to monitor the transactions / threshold limit for the small accounts opened under the Yojana as more than one year has elapsed since the launch o the scheme, so that customers are not put to hardship due to restrictions imposed under ‘small account’.  SLBC has communicated the same to member banks.  The copy of the letter is enclosed as Annexure no. 49.

15.3 Deployment of Bank Mithras:
Banks have to complete the process of deployment of Bank Mithras in all the pending locations. Wherever bank Mithras are appointed, banks have to ensure that they work from a fixed point location with online interoperable devises at the earliest so that the benefits of PMJDY can reach to the beneficiaries.

GoI has advised all Banks including Regional Rural banks to establish onsite ATMs at their branches to enable the beneficiaries to draw the benefits as per their convenience.  

MoF also advised Banks to go for offsite ATMS wherever there is no possibility of provision of on-site and other infrastructures readily available at the branch.  It is also advised that top priority is to be given for establishment of ATMs in all identified pilot districts under Direct Benefit Transfer Scheme.

Onsite ATM means ATM installed at the branch or within 500 meters vicinity of the branch and in case of SBI, ATM of any SBI group of banks located within 500 meters vicinity will be considered as onsite ATM.

UIDAI – Scheme for Deployment of Micro ATMs – extended up to 31/03/16:
UIDAI has formulated a scheme for deployment of Micro ATMs by banks with special emphasis on deployment of these micro ATMs in the DBT districts as notified by Government of India from time to time for Aadhaar enabled payments. As per the details of the scheme, UIDAI will incentivize the banks upon completion of 2000 successful Aadhaar authentication based eligible Financial transactions per micro ATM, subject to a maximum of 5000 micro ATMs per bank which may be extended upto 10000 micro ATMs depending on the performance of the bank.

The scheme which was hitherto valid from 01.10.2012 to 31.03.2015 has since been extended upto 31.03.2016.

The Mission Document released by the Department of Financial Services, MoF, GoI on PMJDY clearly emphasizes that Financial Literacy would be an integral part of the Mission in order to let the beneficiaries make best use of the financial services being made available to them and it is one of the 6 pillars of the Mission Mode Objective of PMJDY. An important aspect of PMJDY is setting up FLCs at block level and expands the scope of financial literacy with focus on people availing credit from the formal financial system and coming out of the exploitation by informal financial system.

Controlling authorities of all banks are requested to initiate steps for opening of the FLCs at block level as per the allotment. LDMs are advised to monitor the progress during DCC meetings. 

As per the recent direction from DFS, to map Govt. ITIs / PRIVATE ITIs / Skilling Centres to FLCCs,  all the 45 FLCCs have been mapped to Govt. ITIs / PRIVATE ITIs / Skilling Centres for imparting Financial Literacy.

Availability of standardized Financial Literacy material of RBI at FLCs

Reserve Bank of India vide letter FIDD(H)/FI&FL/1424/07.07.001/2014-15 dated 02.06.2015 informed that from the workshops organized by RBI and CAB Pune for Counsellors of Financial Literacy Centres, it was observed that FLCs were not using standardized financial literacy material of RBI for conducting Financial literacy camps. 
As advised by DFS, Ministry of Finance, SLBC has conducted a one day Workshop for the counsellors of all FLCs in the State on 7th April 2016 in which representatives from RBI and NABARD have participated. Standardised literacy material was once again given to the FLC counsellors. 

Controlling offices of banks are requested to advise the counsellors to make use of the standardized financial literacy material.

Provision of necessary infrastructure and facilities for establishment of DRT-I & DRT-II:
The Registrar (DRT) Hyderabad, Dept. of Financial Services has entrusted State Bank of Hyderabad the responsibility of acquiring Premises for DRTs at Hyderabad and advised vide their letter no. 18/1/2015-DRT(H)/363 dt. 08.07.2015 for acquiring Premises on lease combinedly for DRT-I & DRT-II at Hyderabad.  Accordingly a premises is finalized on 1st & 3rd floors of Triveni Complex, Abids having an are of 13640 sft.  The premises was approved by Dept. of Financial Services, Govt. of India.  The Registrar, DRT vide their letter no. DRT(H)/14-15/182 dt. 13.04.16 advised SBH to appoint the Architects for preparing the layout, drawings, estimates, tenders, interior works, electrical and air-conditioning of the floors.  The approximate cost estimated of interior, electrical and air conditioning work for the both DRTs will be Rs.1.36 cr.  
As the DRTs serves cases of all banks, it is proposed to all the banks to share the expenditure in proportion to their network.

Farm Mechanization – Bankers role in implementation of the Scheme:
The implementation of Farm Mechanization scheme from 2015-16 in Telangana state is totally online through Mee-Seva and the role of Bankers is very crucial as bank linkage for the non-subsidy amount is mandatory for establishment of all Custom Hiring Centres.
During 2016-17, the Government has allocated an amount of Rs. 419.00 cr towards implementation of Farm Mechanization scheme.  Out of which approx. 60% of the funds will be allocated towards establishment of Custom Hiring Centres for various crop.  For each CHC, 50% subsidy will be provided by the Government and remaining 50% require bank loan for payment of non-subsidy which is mandatory as per Farm Mechanization guidelines and Small & Marginal Farmers cannot afford to pay non-subsidy amount, as the implements cost is high.
All the bankers are requested to encourage the Farm mechanisation schemes.
