4.1 Progress in lending short term production loans:

· As against the Kharif disbursal target of Rs.18092.68 cr for the financial year 2015-16, banks together have disbursed Rs.12938.74 cr, recording an achievement of 71.51%.
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4.2.
Vaddileni Runalu and Pavala Vaddi Scheme on Crop Loans

 for Kharif & Rabi – 2014-15:
Govt. Of Telangana has issued G.O.Rt.NO. 323 dated 4th July 2015 extending the  VLR / Pavala Vaddi Scheme on crop loans for Kharif & Rabi 2014-15.   SLBC has circulated the same to member banks and LDMs on 8th July 2015. GOs are enclosed as Annexure no. 59.
4.3
Union Budget 2015-16:  Interest subvention Scheme for short term crop loans during the year 2015-16 –RBI Circular No. RBI/2015-16/152 FIDD No. FSD.BC 59/05.04.02/2015-16 dated 13th August 2015.
Govt. of India has approved the implementation of the Interest Subvention Scheme for the year 2015-16 for short term loans upto Rs. 3 lac with the following stipulations.  (RBI circular enclosed as Annexure no. 60.)
· Interest subvention @ 2% per annum will be made available to the public sector banks and the private sector banks (in respect of loans given by  their rural and semi-urban branches) on their own funds used for short term crop loans up to Rs. 3.00 lac per farmer provided the lending institutions make available short term credit at the ground level at 7% per annum to the farmers.  This 2% interest subvention will be calculated on the crop loan amount from the date of its disbursement / drawal up to the date of actual repayment of the crop loan by the farmer or up to the due date of the loan fixed by the banks whichever is earlier, subject to a maximum period of one year.

· Additional interest subvention @ 3% per annum will be available to the farmer repaying the loan promptly from the date of disbursement of the crop loan up to the actual date of repayment or up to the due date fixed by the banks for repayment of crop loan, whichever is earlier, subject to a maximum period of one year from the date of disbursement.  This also implies that the farmers payment promptly would get short term crop loans @ 4% per annum during the year 2015-16.
· In order to discourage distress sale by farmers to encourage them to store their produce in warehouse against warehouse receipts, the benefit of interest subvention will be available to small and marginal farmers having Kisas Credit Card for a further period of six months post-harvest on the same rate as available to crop loan against negotiable warehouse receipts for keeping their produce in warehouses.

· To provide relief to farmers affected by natural calamities, the interest subvention of 2% will continue to be available to banks for the first year on the restructured amount. Such restructured loans may attract normal rate of interest from the second year onwards as per the policy laid down by the RBI.

NAIS -  Cut off dates for payment of Insurance Premium for all notified crops by the Non-Loanee farmers:

Govt. Of Telangana has advised guidelines to cover non-loanee farmers under NAIS scheme vide letter no. Crop.Ins(2)/23/2015 dated 27th July 2015, and the cut off dates for payment of premium by the non-loanee farmers under National Agriculture Insurance Scheme is upto 31st July 2015 for all notified crops during Kharif 2015 season.  (The same has been circulated by SLBC to the member banks on29th July 2016).  Subsequently, the cut off date has been extended to 15th September 2015 by Govt. Of Telangana vide G.O. Rt. No. 417 dated 8th September 2015.  SLBC has communicated the same to banks.  GO enclosed as Annexure 67.
4.5
Target for financing of JLGs during 2015-16:

As advised by NABARD,  bank-wise / district-wise JLG targets are allocated.    Financing of JLGs under non-farm sector activities will continue, over and above the allotted target.  Despite repeated reminders monthly progress report is not being submitted by many banks.  Banks are requested to submit the report to have a meaningful review of performance. Annexure 45.

Indira Kranthi Patham – Target for 2015-16

Govt. Of Telangana has allocated the target for the year 2015-16 under Indira Kranthi Patham. The same have been sent on 27th July 2015 to all banks / Lead District Managers for allocating the same to the branches.  Bank-wise targets are enclosed as Annexure no. 61
4.7
Poultry Farming– Reschedulement of loans on account of BirdFlu:
Reserve Bank of India vide cir.no. FIDD(H)/LBS/175/02.02.020/2014-15 dated the 31st August 2015 advised that granting a moratorium on repayment of interest and / or instalment on term loans availed by the borrowers in the poultry industry is a commercial decision to be taken by banks.  However, any alteration of repayment period / repayable amount / the amount of instalments / rate of interest (due to reason other than competitive reasons) would amount to restructuring of loans.  The latest DBR guidelines for restructuring under Part B of the master circular on prudential norms on Income Recognition, Asset Classification and Provisioning will be applicable for such restructured loans.  Thus, banks would be free to restructure and extend the repayment period of loans to any category of borrower which comes under stress.  However, RBI is not in favour of extending any asset classification benefits beyond what is already provided in the extant restructuring guidelines for any particular sector or segment.  (The circular has been sent to member banks on 30th Sep., 2015).  The RBI circular is annexed as Annexure no. 62.
4.8
Pledge financing against Negotiable Warehouse receipts (NWRs):
RBI has advised the banks to furnish quarterly data (district-wise) on pledge  financing against Negotiable Warehouse Receipts (NWRs) to farmers within 20 days from the end of each quarter from Sept., 2015 onwards.  All the controlling authorities of banks are requested to submit the information in the format already communicated.

4.9
Agri-Clinics & Agri-Business Centres (ACABC) – Review of progress:

The Central Scheme “Establishment of Agri-Clinics & Agri-Business Centers (ACABC)” launched in April, 2002 and has created wide awareness and motivation about the potential of agri preneurship in rural areas among all the stakeholders. The Agri ventures setup under ACABC scheme are expected to necessarily provide advisory and extension services also to the farmers and this supplement the efforts of public extension system including unemployed candidates in rural areas.
National Institute of Agricultural Extension Management (MANAGE) is implementing training component of the Scheme through Nodal Training Institutes identified across the country and NABARD is the responsible for disbursement of subsidy to trained candidates availing bank finance for establishing their agri-ventures.

NABARD vide Ref.No.NB.T & AP RO.HYD/DoR/8120/ICD-72/2014-15 dated 16.02.2015 informed that 

a) Large number of proposals are pending with various banks since 2010

b) Proposals which are sanctioned by banks under ACABC but, subsidy claims to that extent have not been received by NABARD.

NABARD has requested the banks to look into the pendency of the proposals at bank / branch level and advise the concerned branches for processing loan applications as per scheme guidelines and the status may be intimated to NABARD RO with a copy to SLBC.

All Banks are requested that necessary instructions may be issued to their branches to expedite the clearance of pending loan applications under ACABC scheme and also releasing bank finance to the trained candidates on priority.

As regards  the proposals already sanctioned by bank branches under ACABC,  it is  advised  to submit  subsidy claims, in the prescribed format to NABARD, RO, so that the benefit of subsidy can be passed on to the agripreneur.

This amount is just sufficient to clear the pending claims at NABARD level. However, sufficient funds are available under SC and NES Category. Therefore, banks are advised to focus on lending for SC beneficiaries and beneficiaries under NER states.

Department of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, GoI vide Lr. No.F.No.3/13/2011-AC, dated 14 November, 2013 informed that the Department of Animal Husbandry, Dairying & Fisheries, Ministry of Agriculture, GoI has directed to review the progress made under Dairy Entrepreneurship Development Scheme (DEDS) may be taken up as a regular agenda item in the DCC/DLRC meetings at District level.  LDMs are requested to make a note of it.

Controllers of the banks are advised to:
· Contact all Government Agencies and organizations which are involved in technical and entrepreneurship training such as RSETIs / RUDSETIs / Jan Shikshan Sansthans / MSME – Development Institutes (DIs) etc. and obtain list of trained candidates for the last one to two years and share the information to the banks in the district for extending finance to eligible candidates.

· Make efforts to contact the training organizations of other Ministers of Central and State Governments operating in the district for obtaining the list of trained candidates and share with banks for extending the finance to eligible candidates.

· Initiate general steps for publicity in local print and electronic media, through hoardings, banners, flyers and organizing special campaigns etc.

· Sensitize the branches in extending overdraft facility in PMJDY accounts as per the eligibility.

· Branches should make preparations such as availability of sufficient number of applications, publicity materials, finding the potential borrowers, collecting application forms and processing of loan application etc.

Streamlining flow of credit to Micro and Small Enterprises (MSEs) for facilitating timely and adequate credit flow during their ‘Life Cycle’
RBI vide circular no. RBI/2015-16/160, FIDD.MSE & NFS.BC.No. 60/06.02.31/2015-16 dated 27th August 2015 issued guideliens on streamlining flow of credit  to Micro and Small Enterprises (MSEs) for facilitating timely and adequate credit flow during their ‘Life Cycle’ wherein it was informed that Micro and Small units are more prone to facing financial difficulties during their life cycle than large enterprises / corporate when the business conditions turn adverse.  Absence of timely support at such a juncture could lead to the unit turning sick and many a time irreversibly.  As such, role of banks in providing continuous support to viable MSEs during such phases of transient financial difficulties assumes significance.

Accordingly, banks have been advised to put up in place ‘board approved policy on lending to MSEs’ adopting an appropriate system of timely and adequate credit delivery to borrowers in the MSE segment within the broad prudential regulations of Reserve Bank of India.

As per the study conducted by Reserve Bank of India, there is a knowledge gap observed amongst the entrepreneurs and the banks and emphasizd on the need to create more awareness on CGTMSE.  The Controlling Authorities of all Banks in Telangana states are advised to:

· Sensitize the Branch Managers to extend coverage of all new eligible micro & small units  under the scheme.

· Display at bank branches on the availability of collateral free loans.

· All loan applications are to be acknowledged.

· Banks shall have monitorable action plan as suggested by Reserve Bank of India.

The performance on coverage under the scheme is 2126 units as at the end of Sept., 2015.  Banks are advised to ensure that all new eligible Micro & Small units are covered in the scheme to achieve the set targets for the year 2015-16.
5.7
Specialized MSME branches in the state of Telangana:
SLBC has received data from banks that 101 specialized MSME branches are operating in the state as on 25th August 2015.  Bank may explore the possibility of opening more specialized MSME branches in the state.

5.8
Rehabilitation of Sick Micro & Small Enterprises:
The feedback received by Reserve Bank of India at various for a on MSEs and analysis shows that the identification of sickness in MSE enterprises is so late that the possibilities of revival recede.  This necessitates a need for change in the definition of sickness in order to remove the delay factor.

The emphasis of the revised guidelines is to hasten the process of identification of a unit as sick, early detection of incipient sickness, and to lay down a procedure to be adopted by banks before declaring a unit as unviable.  Accordingly, the revised guidelines are issued for rehabilitation of sick units in the MSE sector as given in Annexure I of  Cir. No. RBI/2012-13/273, RPCD.CO. MSME & NFS.BC. 40/06.02.31/2012-13, dated the 1st November 2012.

The important changes brought out in the guidelines based on the recommendations of the working group vis-à-vis the existing guidelines on rehabilitation of sick MSE units are furnished in Annexure II of the above circular.

Reserve Bank of India emphasizes that timely and adequate credit to potentially viable MSE units which have already become sick or are likely to become sick is of utmost importance not only from the point of view of the financing banks but also the improvement of the national economy,  in view of the sector’s contribution to the overall industrial production, exports and employment generation.

The banks should therefore, take a sympathetic attitude and strive for rehabilitation, in respect of units in the MSE sector, particularly wherever the sickness is on account of circumstances beyond the control of the entrepreneurs.  However, in cases of units, which are not capable of revival, banks should make efforts for a settlement and/or resort to other recovery measures, expeditiously.

5.9
Review of Revival of Sick MSE units at District level:
RBI has advised banks to furnish the following information to enable an appropriate environment for monitoring timely credit needs of MSMEs

a. The District wise credit flow as well as NPA data to MSE sector.

b. The banks efforts in nursing and rehabilitation of sick units in the district.

RBI also advised that these issues are to be taken up in the DCC / DLRC meetings hereafter and developments may be reported by banks to RBI in time. RBI stated that the guidelines on rehabilitation of sick units should be followed strictly by banks and the efforts should be made by banks to rehabilitate incipient sick and potentially viable units.

Hence, all Lead District Managers are advised to take note of the same and ensure that these issues are discussed in DCC / DLRC meetings.

Implementation of Modified REMOT scheme renamed as ‘Coir Udyami Yojana (CUY)’

Coir Board, Ministry of MSME, Government of India vide Lr. No. CB/REMOT/2012-13/35/1-Vo.II dated 28.01.2015 informed that the Central Sector Scheme of Rejuvenation, Modernization and Technology Up gradation (REMOT) has been renamed as “Coir Udyami Yojana” (CUY) so as to convey the objectives of the scheme properly to general public.

The Coir Udyami Yojana is one of the schemes under the Ministry of MSME which aims at the creation of new entrepreneurs, employment generations, poverty alleviation and enhancement in the income and living conditions of the coir workers. Hence, special attention / support have to be given for effective implementation of the scheme.

Controlling authorities of all banks are requested to give necessary directions to the branches to sanction loans for all the eligible borrowers under Coir Udyami Yojana for the year 2015-16.
5.11
Non-adherence to RBI guidelines on security / co-obligation and keeping register for Rejected loans for recording the reasons:

RBI has informed that banks are not maintaining registers/electronic records at the branches to record the date of receipt, sanction/rejection/disbursement with reasons thereof etc. of applications as instructed vide RBI circular RPCD.CO.BC 10/04.09.01/2014-15 dated July 01, 2014. RBI advised that all banks to strictly adhere to the guidelines issued by them in this regard.

SLBC circulated these guidelines to controlling authorities of all banks for strict compliance.

Income Ceiling: 

i. Total income from all sources of the employed candidate or his/her parents/guardians in case of unemployed candidate shall not exceed Rs.3.00 lakh per annum.

ii. Under this Scheme, Income certificate produced by the student for availing Educational Loan viz. ITR / Form 16 / Audited Accounts / Income certificate issued by the authority of State Government / UT Administration is acceptable to determining Income ceiling.

iii. The OBC Caste certificate in the prescribed Proforma issued by the competent authority must be taken by the Banks.
Rate of Interest Subsidy:

i. Under the scheme, interest payable by the students availing the education loans of the IBA for the period of moratorium (i.e. course period, plus one year or six months after getting job, whichever is earlier) as prescribed under the Education Loan Scheme of the IBA, shall be borne by the Government of India.

ii. After the period of moratorium is over, the interest on the outstanding loan amount shall be paid by the student, in accordance with the existing Educational Loan Scheme as may be amended from time to time.

iii. The candidate will bear the Principal installments and interest beyond moratorium period.

There is no need to obtain fresh Income certificate from students.

It is also advised that top priority is to be given for establishment of ATMs in all identified pilot districts under Direct Benefit Transfer Scheme.

Onsite ATM means ATM installed at the branch or within 500 meters vicinity of the branch and in case of SBI, ATM of any SBI group of banks located within 500 meters vicinity will be considered as onsite ATM.

All Banks to ensure that Micro ATMs are to be placed in all BC locations immediately to enable the DBT beneficiaries to draw the benefits.

UIDAI – Scheme for Deployment of Micro ATMs – extended up to 31/03/16:
UIDAI has formulated a scheme for deployment of Micro ATMs by banks with special emphasis on deployment of these micro ATMs in the DBT districts as notified by Government of India from time to time for Aadhaar enabled payments. As per the details of the scheme, UIDAI will incentivize the banks upon completion of 2000 successful Aadhaar authentication based eligible Financial transactions per micro ATM, subject to a maximum of 5000 micro ATMs per bank which may be extended upto 10000 micro ATMs depending on the performance of the bank.

It is given to understand that the scheme which was hitherto valid from 01.10.2012 to 31.03.2015 has since been extended upto 31.03.2016.  Banks are requested to make utilize of this facility.

The Mission Document released by the Department of Financial Services, MoF, GoI on PMJDY clearly emphasizes that Financial Literacy would be an integral part of the Mission in order to let the beneficiaries make best use of the financial services being made available to them and it is one of the 6 pillars of the Mission Mode Objective of PMJDY. An important aspect of PMJDY is setting up FLCs at block level and expands the scope of financial literacy with focus on people availing credit from the formal financial system and coming out of the exploitation by informal financial system.

Controlling authorities of all banks are requested to initiate steps for opening of the FLCs at block level as per the allotment. LDMs are advised to monitor the progress during DCC meetings. 

During the workshop of FLCC Counsellors / RSETI Directors held recently by RBI, it has been observed that few new FLCCs have started functioning.

We have called for data on FLCCs from all banks and TSCAB has reported that 16 FLCCs are being run by District Credit Cooperative Banks.

List of these (DCCB) Financial Literacy Counselling Centres is enclosed as Annexure 51.
With this the total number of FLCCs functioning in the state stand to increase from 29 to 45.

As per the recent direction from DFS, to map Govt. ITIs / PRIVATE ITIs / Skilling Centres to FLCCs,  all the 45 FLCCs have been mapped to Govt. ITIs / PRIVATE ITIs / Skilling Centres for imparting Financial Literacy.

Availability of standardized Financial Literacy material of RBI at FLCs

Reserve Bank of India vide letter FIDD(H)/FI&FL/1424/07.07.001/2014-15 dated 02.06.2015 informed that from the workshops organized by RBI and CAB Pune for Counsellors of Financial Literacy Centres, it was observed that FLCs were not using standardized financial literacy material of RBI for conducting FL camps. Counsellors informed that they had not received financial literacy material from their Controllers.

Controlling offices of banks are advised to make available adequate copies of standardized financial literacy material of RBI to FLCs in the State for organising FL camps.

Financial Literacy activity by rural branches and FLCs:
The Financial Literacy Centres (FLCs) both in Districts and LDM offices opened by the Banks are meant to take up Financial Literacy activities on a regular basis but even here it is observed that activities are not conducted on the pretext that the counsellor is not available. 
The performance of the FLCs during the quarter under review is:
· 29 FLCCs are running in the state.
· 563 Financial Literacy camps were conducted by FLC / FLCCs during the quarter under review.

· 30968 people attended the camps and 3898 have opened accounts whereas 22230 were already having accounts.

· 2722 camps were conducted by 1201 rural braches in the State of Telangana.

· 97407 people attended the camps and 24816 have opened accounts whereas 63047 were already having accounts.
· At Rural Self Employment Training Institutes in the State, financial literacy material is made available and literacy sessions are made part of sessions in the training schedule.

Certification of Bank Mitras / Business Correspondents & Business Facilitators (BM / BC / BFs) by IIBF

IBA at the instance of DFS, GOI has taken the initiative of training BCs and it was made mandatory that the BC agents of all banks will be certified by IIBF after a minimum number of days of training.

 

Accordingly SLBC Telangana has conducted the "Train the trainers programme" for training the RSETI In-charges, FLCC / FLC Counsellors on 18.03.2015 & 19.03.2015 and RSETIs in the state in turn have conducted training programme of BC agents of all banks in the districts.

 

While SLBC Banks co-ordinate the training of BCs in the state, it is the responsibility of concerned Bank to ensure that all their BCs are trained and IIBF certified before end of 2015.

 

It has been advised by Government of India that the process of certifying the BCs in a phased manner if not already done, be done viz., 25% of BCs to be certified by September 2015, 50% by October 2015 and 75% by November 2015 and 100% by 31st  December 2015.

 

In view of the above, we would request you to arrange for the training of the BCs attached to your bank either through the trainers trained by IIBF or through your own trainers based on the courseware developed by IIBF and arrange to get all your BCs certified latest by 31st December 2015.

In this regard, we informed all Banks, LDMs and RSETI Directors through email on 29.09.2015 -Annexure 54.

Spread of Financial Literacy in Government approved Industrial Training Institutes (ITI) across the country:
We have been advised by Dept. Of Financial Services (DFS), Ministry of Finance, Govt. Of India to map all the Government Industrial Training Institutes (ITIs) in the state of Telangana to Financial Literacy Counselling Centres (FLCC) to impart financial literacy to students of ITIs.  Accordingly, all the 55 ITIs have been mapped to 29 FLCCs run by banks in the state.  List of ITIs mapped to FLCCs is enclosed as Annexure 55.

the villagers were paid compensation for their lands acquired by M/S SCCL. The Compensation was paid thru bank. Subsequently, villagers have withdrawn entire compensation amounts, totalling to Rs.4 to 4.5 Crores and were ready to provide the funds to a Private Professional money lender for high rate of interest, exposing their funds to risk.

FLC Counseller, Ms.Md. Sartaj took special interest and conducted financial literacy camps in the village with the help of village elders. She explained the imminent risks involved in lending to professional money lenders and could convince them that safety of the fund itself is important to earn sustained interest income in future.

Convinced with the timely intervention of the FLC counsellor, the villagers one by one started keeping funds in DCCB and Rs.3.40 Crores was deposited back in the bank.

14.17.2: Counsellor, FLC Sathupally visited tribal villages where telugu language is not understood, and with the help of interpreters she conducted camps on PMJDY, PMJJBY & PMSBY in Yathalakunta and Thummalanagar villages where no villager is having bank account. With her efforts, she got opened 45 to 50 accounts in one day.

Attendance in JMLBC/DLRC/DCC Meetings:
Banks are advised to attend all JMLBC/DLRC/DCC meetings regularly and ensure 100% attendance in the meetings and participate in the deliberations.

It is brought to the notice of SLBC that in some districts due to non participation by the controllers of banks and representatives of Banks DCC/DLRC meetings were postponed by the District Collectors. This is a very serious concern and all banks are advised to take corrective steps and ensure attendance at appropriate level in JMLBC/DCC/DLRC meetings.

LDMs are advised to maintain the attendance of meetings and inform the absentees to their controlling authorities.

Information to be submitted quarterly by banks and LDMs:
All Banks and LDMs are advised to submit the quarterly information to be submitted to SLBC within 15 days from the end of the respective quarter to enable the SLBC to consolidate the position and to convene the SLBC meetings as per schedule. 

The delay in submission leads to delay in conducting of SLBC meetings.  Hence, All banks and LDMs are advised to submit the data well on time to adhere to the time schedule of SLBC meetings smoothly.

Communicating the decisions taken at SLBC level to the branches by the controlling authorities:
It is brought to the notice of SLBC by few Govt. Departments and LDMs that the decisions taken at the SLBC / Steering Committee / Sub-committee level are not being sent to the branches by the respective controlling offices  which is causing avoidable delays  in the implementation of guidelines. 

All Banks are advised to ensure that the decisions taken at the SLBC level are intimated to their branches immediately to enable the banks to implement at the field level.

Strengthening of LDM’s Office:
It is observed that some of the Office of LDMs are yet to be provided with the necessary staff, independent offices, etc.  The Ministry of Finance, GoI and RBI have been regularly reviewing the position and advising SLBC and the Controlling Authorities of Lead Banks to initiate the required steps for improving the infrastructure at LDM offices.

NULM:
As per the direction of the Government of India, Reserve Bank of India has advised vide cir. no RPCD.CO.LBS.BC.No. 2939/02.13.001/2015-16 dated the 23rd November 2015 to make necessary arrangements to include NULM as an agenda in the sub-committee of SLBC that monitors NRLM.  RBI notification is enclosed an Annexure no. 78.  Sub-committee on SHGs has been constituted and 1st meeting has been held on 22nd December 2015.
18.2
Loans under MUDRA scheme:
MSME Department Institute, Govt. of India, Hyderabad, vide their letter no. D(SI)/H/86(2)/2015-16/2736 dated the 16th November 2015 (copy enclosed as Annexure 79), has requested us to inform the banks about the lists of trained candidates in the Institute.  The lists were sent (for information) to banks in Telangana state to explore financing of MSME-DI trained candidates.  We request the banks to look into the matter and act suitably.

18.3
Allotment of land to RSETI-Khammam:
The issue of allotment of Government land to RSETI has been persisting for long.  The land allotted in 2010 by the Government is litigated and on two different occasions, latest of which was in June 2015, the bank had to cancel the Bhoomi-pooja as the same litigant party served notice on the Bank.
The Ministry of Rural Development, GOI has set the timeline for construction of building for the RSETI at Khammam failing which they have informed that they would withdraw the corpus grant of the RSETI building already sanctioned.  As per notification of MoRD, GOI, grant once withdrawn will not be sanctioned further under any circumstances and in that case the District will be deprived of a State-of-the Art infrastructure aimed to empower the rural youth, forever.
In this regard, the Management of State Bank of Hyderabad is requesting Govt. Of Telangana to look into the matter and allot alternative site for the constructions of RSETI.  The District Administration alternatively may examine the possibility of allotting an acre of land at the existing site ‘Tharuni Haat” where the RESTI is presently located in a rented building of DRDA.  (Letter received from SBH is enclosed as Annexure 80.)
18.4
District wise targets – PMEGP scheme of KVIC:
Khadi and Village Industries Commission has submitted revised tentative district-wise PMEGP targets for the year 2015-16.  After approval in the SLBC meeting, the same will be sent to districts with directions to allot the bank-wise targets in their concerned districts for the year 2015-16.  The communication of KVIC is Annexured as no. 81.

Details about the scheme will be conveyed in due course.

DFS requested SLBC to include Skill Loans financing as a separate agenda in SLBC meeting to give impetus and to attain scale under skill loans quickly.

Inclusion of members in the SLBC meetings:
M/s. Sa-Dhan is the largest association of Microfinance Secton with institution membership of 245 comprising various legal entities.  Sa-dhan is also the Self Regulatory Organisation recognized by RBI.  It is also having membership in Andhra Pradesh SLBC before separation of the State.  Some of the members of Sa-dhan are also operating in various districts of Telangana and requested us to include Sa-dhan as a member of Telangana also for attending the SLBC meetings. (Letter received from M/s. Sa-Dhan is enclosed as Annexure 84).

OSS Centres under TRIGP – Allotment of Gram Panchayats for BC Operations:
CEO, SERP, Govt. of Telangana, has requested APGVB to allot 276 Grampanchayat Centres with the population of 5000 and above, where the broadband connectivity is available, to enable them to proceed with the procurement of Hardwareand make other necessary arrangements i.e., identifying BCAs, training, internet connectivity, etc. for establishing ‘One Stop Shops (OSS) with Stree Nidhi as Business Correspondent.  It is also proposed to make the paymens of Social Security Pensions (SSP) and MGNREGS wages through these OSSs.  APGVB is in a position to provide banking services in all the service area villages through the Bank Mitras and has already started making DBT payments wherever the amount has been released to the customers of the Bank as per the guidelines issued by Govt. of India.  

The Bank has already entered into service agreement with the Corporate BC for providing end-to-end solution for the implementation of financial inclusion plan (FIP) in all the service area villages under SSA concept.  

At this juncture, the Bank is not a position to allot the villages to Stree Nidhi for establishment of OSS and also concerned that with the establishment of OSS in the villages operated by the BCs will adversely affect the viability of the entire BC model and smooth implementation of the Financial Inclusion Plan. In this APGVB requested to take up the issue with Govt. about this matter.  (Letter enclosed as Annexure 85).

Drought – Declaration of 231 mandals in 7 districts of the State as drought affected:
Govt. of Telangana vide GO.MS.No. 6 dated the 24th November 2015 declare that drought exists during the South-West Monsoon during the current financial year 2015-16 in the 231 mandals.  All the Lead District Managers were advised to conduct special DCC meetings to put the relief measures as per RBI guidelines, in place by banks in the districts.    All the controllers of the banks are requested to issue necessary guidelines to the branches functioning under their control to implement the Spl. DCC resolutions.  The GO issued by the Govt. of Telangana is enclosed an Annexure 86.
