NABARD has requested the banks to look into the pendency of the proposals at bank / branch level and advise the branches concerned for processing loan applications as per scheme guidelines and the status may be intimated to NABARD RO with a copy to SLBC.

5.8
Vaddileni Runalu and Pavala Vaddi Scheme on Crop Loans:  for Kharif & Rabi – 2015-16:
Department of Agriculture, Govt. of Telangana  informed that Vaddi Leni Runalu and Pavala Vaddi Schemes are ongoing schemes of Government of Telangana to reduce the debt burden of the small and marginal farmers.  Accordingly, Govt. Of Telangana has issued G.O.Rt.NO. 236 dated 25th May 2016 extending the  VLR / Pavala Vaddi Scheme on crop loans for Kharif & Rabi 2015-16 for the loans paid by the farmers during Kharif & Rabi seasons 2015-16.   SLBC has circulated the same to member banks and LDMs on 3rd June 2016.  The GO is enclosed as Annexure No. 45.
Under the scheme, interest subvention at 4% as VLR on the crop loans availed up to Rs. 1.00 lakh and 1% Pavala Vaddi on the crop loans availed above Rs.1.00 lac up to Rs.3.00 lac, subject to the repayment of these loans within a maximum period of 1 year from the date of availment by the farmer.
5.9
Reimbursement of VLR / Pavala Vaddi claims to banks:
Member banks have informed that as per the interest subvention (VLR & PV) scheme guidelines, banks are allowing the benefit of interest to the promptly paying farmers at the time of repayment of loan itself and subsequently submitting claims to Department of Agriculture.  Member banks have informed that they are yet to receive the reimbursement of pending claims under Vaddi Leni Runalu / Pavala Vaddi for the kharif & rabi 2015-16 and Kharif 2016, from Agriculture Department.
SLBC has brought the issue of pendency to the notice of Secretary,  Agriculture Dept., Govt. of Telangana and requested for release of the pending claims amounting to  Rs. 140.63 cr at the earliest.

Prime Minister Fasal Bhima Yojana:
Agriculture Insurance Company of India has circulated operational guideliens on implementation of PM Fasal Bhima Yojana vide letter no. PMFBY.NOTIP.KHARIF-2016 dated 31st May 2016.  SLBC has circulated the same to member banks and LDMs on the 3rd June 2016.  The operational guidelines are enclosed as Annexure No. 58.  Dept. of Agriculture has circulated the ready reckonar of premium rate and premium payable by the farmer for hector for each crop in each district under PMFBY & WBCIS.  The same is enclosed as Annexure No. 59.
Govt. of India issued comments / view on clarifications sought by some of the banks.  The same has been circulated among member banks.  The copy is enclosed as Annexure no. 61.
Govt. of India has extended the cut-off date for payment premium by the farmers upto 2nd August and subsequently upto  10th August 2016 and the same was circulated among the member banks.  The circular instructions issued by Govt. of India is enclosed as Annexure no. 61.
5.10.1 Notification of crops and areas (district-wise) for Rabi-2016-17:
Dept. of Agriculture, Govt. of Telangana vide letter no. Crop Ins/(2)140/2016     dated 29th August 2016 has issued notification of crops & areas (district-wise) under implementation of PMFBY & WBCIS during Rabi season 2016-17.  The same has been circulated among member banks on 30/08/16 for implementation.  Copy of the notification is enclosed as Annexure 62.
5.11 Data submission on Relief measures extended by banks in areas affected by Natural Calamities:

RBI observed that despite continuous followup by the SLBC, banks have not submitted the data on restructuring of accounts due to natural calamities in the format given by MoF, GoI Lr.No.F.No.2/2/2016-AC dated 17th May 2016.

The data is required to be submitted every quarter by banks.  Controlling authorities of all banks are requested to submit the information to SLBC with 15 days, from the end of the quarter.
Copy of the letter on reporting system in respect of relief extended by banks in areas affected by natural calamities is placed as Annexure  63.
5.12  Scale of Finance: RR District:
It was discussed in the 11th SLBC meeting that the scale of finance fixed for crops such as vegetables & marigold for the year 2016-17 is less than the scale of finance for the year 2015-16.  Some banks expressed that their branches in RR District could not renew the crop loans accounts on account of reduction in scale of finance.  It was resolved in SLBC meeting that DLTC / SLTC would examine the issue.  TSCAB Convener of SLTC has informed that DLTC, RR District has since increased scale of finance for these crops. The communication on revised scale of finance has already been sent to the member banks. Member banks may disburse loans based on revised scale of finance. A copy of the circular is enclosed as Annexure 64.

PMEGP/MM/Online E-portal/2016-17 dated 27th August 2016  has advised banks to submit  viz., IFS code, bank name, branch name, etc. through email pmegpeportal@kvic.gov.in to receive branch email id and password.  All the controlling authorities of banks are advised to submit the details to KVIC through the above portal.  Copy of the letter is enclosed as Annexure 66.

Submission of Pending MM claims by banks:
KVIC has advised that all pending MM claims with the financing bank branches should submit the claims to State KVIC / Divisional Office along with certificate / undertaking and Transient Account number for uploading the claims in Corporation Bank portal for release of MM subsidy to the financing bank.

Further, it is informed that a check list has been circulated to ensure that all the documents along with MM claim formats are submitted to the KVIC office.

7.3 Housing for All (Urban) under Pradhan Mantri Awas Yojana (PMAY):

Credit – Linked Subsidy Scheme: The Mission, in order to expand institutional credit flow to the housing needs of urban poor will implement credit linked subsidy component as a demand side intervention. Credit linked subsidy will be provided on home loans taken by eligible urban poor (EWS/LIG) for acquisition, construction of house.

The Credit Linked Subsidy Scheme (CLSS) for Housing for All (Urban) Mission of Pradhan Manthri Awas Yojana (PMAY) was launched  by the Hon’ble Prime Minister.  The ‘Housing for All’ Mission for urban area has become effective from 17th June 2016 and will be implemented upto 31st March 2022.

Beneficiaries of Economically Weaker Section (EWS) and Low Income Group (LIG) seeking housing loans from Banks, Housing Finance Companies and other such institutions would be eligible for an interest subsidy at the rate of 6.5% for tenure of 15 years or during tenure of loan whichever is lower. The Net Present Value (NPV) of the interest subsidy will be calculated at a discount rate of 9%.

The credit linked subsidy will be available only for loan amounts upto Rs.6 lac and additional loans beyond Rs.6 lac, if any, will be at non-subsidized rate. Interest subsidy will be credited upfront to the loan account of beneficiaries through lending institutions resulting in reduced effective housing loan and Equated Monthly Instalment (EMI).

Credit linked subsidy would be available for housing loans availed for new construction and addition of rooms, kitchen, toilet etc. to existing dwellings as incremental housing.

The carpet area of houses being constructed under this component of the mission should be upto 30 sqare meters and 60 square meters for EWS and LIG, respectively in order to avail of this credit linked subsidy. The beneficiary, at his/her discretion, can build a house of larger area but interest subvention would be limited to first Rs.6 lac only. 

DoF, MoF, GoI vide Letter No.8/133/2014-IF.II dated 1st June, 2016 informed that it has been decided that a review of progress under CLSS should be included in the agenda of meetings of SLBCs. All the members are requested to submit progress on the above scheme to SLBC every quarter to review the same in the SLBC meetings.

8.3 Credit Guarantee Fund Scheme for Education Loans (CGFSEL):
GoI notification dt:16.9.2015

· New education loans sanctioned on or after the date of notification of the scheme will be eligible for the coverage under the scheme.

· The maximum loan limit under this scheme is Rs.7.5 lac without any collateral security and third party guarantee. However, the fund reserves the right to revise the loan limit as and when required.

· The Interest Rate charged by the Member Lending Institutions for education loans to be covered under CGFSEL should be maximum upto 2% p.a. over the Base Rate. However, the fund may revise such ceiling from time to time keeping in view the prevailing interest rate scenario, base rates of lending institutions and RBI’s Credit Policies. 

· A Member Lending Institution shall be entitled to a guarantee in respect of eligible Education Loan granted by it, after it has entered into an agreement with National Credit Guarantee Trustee Company (NCGTC) in such form as specified by NCGTC.

· The lending institution shall evaluate and sanction Education Loan in accordance with the IBA Model Educational Loan Scheme for pursuing higher studies in India and abroad and conduct the account(s) of the borrowers with normal banking prudence and due diligence.

· For availing the guarantee coverage, the Member Lending Institution shall pay Annual Guarantee Fee (AGF) of 0.50% p.a. of the outstanding amount as on the date of application of guarantee cover upfront to the Fund within 30 days from the date of Credit Guarantee Demand Advice Note (CGDAN) of guarantee fee. All subsequent AGFs would be calculated on the basis of the outstanding loan amount as at the beginning of the Financial Year. However, the Fund reserves the right to charge different guarantee fees in future for different educational loans depending on their risk rating / risk profile.

· The guarantee start date would be the date on which proceeds of the AGF are credited to Trust’s Bank account. The AGF shall be calculated on pro-rata basis for the first and last year and in full for the intervening years on the outstanding loan amount at the beginning of the financial year. In the latter case, the AGF shall be paid by the MLI within 30 days i.e. on or before April 30, of every year.

· The guarantee fee once paid by the lending institution to NCGTC is non-refundable, except under certain circumstances like

a) Excess remittance,

b) Remittance made more than once against the same Education loan, and

c) Annual guarantee fee not due.

· The Fund shall provide guarantee cover to the extent of 75% of the amount in default. The Fund reserves the right to modify the same. The guarantee cover will commence from the date of payment of guarantee fee and shall run through the agreed tenure of the Education Loan.

· The following Education Loans shall not be eligible for being guaranteed under the Scheme:

i. Any Education Loan in respect of which risks are additionally covered by Government or by any general insurer or any other person or association of persons carrying on the business of insurance, guarantee or indemnity, to the extent they are so covered. 

ii. Any Education Loan, which does not confirm to, or is in any way inconsistent with, the provisions of any law, or with any directives or instructions issued by the central Government or the Reserve Bank of India, which may, for the time being, be in force.

iii. Any Education Loan which has been sanctioned by the lending institution with interest rate more than 2% over the Base rate of the lending institutions in cases where Base Rate is applicable.

For increasing banking penetration and financial inclusion, brick and mortar branches are an integral component. Therefore, it has been decided to focus on villages with population above 5000 without a bank branch of a scheduled commercial bank. This will also enable banks to provide quality financial services and timely support to BC outlets that would help in sustaining and strengthening the services provided through BCs and also ensure close supervision of BC operations.   

In this regard, RBI advised SLBC to identify villages with population of above 5000 which are without a bank branch of scheduled commercial bank and allot the villages among scheduled commercial banks including Regional Rural Banks for opening of branches.  The opening of bank branches as per the proposed Roadmap should be completed by March 31, 2017.

SLBC has allocated 255 such centres to various Scheduled Commercial Banks / RRBs and conveyed the same to the respective banks.  Revised list of allocated centres is enclosed as Annexure 47.

Conversion of Small Accounts to Basic Savings Bank Deposits 

Accounts (BSBDA):
Dept. Of Financial Services, Ministry of Finance, Govt. Of India vide letter no. F.No 1/9/2014-FI (Pt.XI) (C-69300) dated 10th May 2016 informed that some State Governments are facing problem in transfer of benefits in certain schemes due to restrictions imposed (restrictions on withdrawal of amounts more than Rs. 10,000/- balance in the accounts not to exceed Rs. 50,000/- any point of time, credit limit not to be more than Rs. 1.00 lac) in the Small accounts opened under PMJDY.  In this regard, it is informed that PMJDY envisages opening of ‘Basic Savings Bank Deposits Account (BSBDA)’ which are subjected to RBI instructions on Know Your Customers (KYC) / Anti Money Laundering (AML) for opening of bank accounts issued from time to time.  

However, those persons who do not have any of the ‘officially valid documents’ as stipulated can open ‘Small Accounts’ with banks.  A small account can be opened on the basis of a self attested photograph and putting her / his signature or thumb print in the presence of an official of the bank.  Such accounts have limitation regarding the aggregate credits (not more than Ruees one lac in a year), aggregate withdrawals (not more than Rupees ten thousand in a month) and balance in the accounts (not more than Rupees fifty thousand at any point of time).  These small accounts would be valid normally for a period of twelve months.  Thereafter, such accounts would be allowed to continue for a further period of twelve more months, if the account holder provides a document that she / he has applied for any of the officially valid document within twelve month of opening the small account.

In view of the above, it is requested to ensure that necessary review mechanism (to obtain KYC documents as per RBI guidelines) are in place to monitor the transactions / threshold limit for the small accounts opened under the Yojana as more than one year has elapsed since the launch o the scheme, so that customers are not put to hardship due to restrictions imposed under ‘small account’.  SLBC has communicated the same to member banks.  The copy of the letter is enclosed as Annexure no. 69.

15.3 Deployment of Bank Mithras:
Banks have to complete the process of deployment of Bank Mithras in all the pending locations. Wherever bank Mithras are appointed, banks have to ensure that they work from a fixed point location with online interoperable devices at the earliest so that the benefits of PMJDY can reach to the beneficiaries.

15.9 Voluntary seeding of Pension accounts with Aadhaar numbers to facilitate submission of Digital Life Certificates (DLCs) by pensions through ‘Jeevan Pramaan’:
Department of Pension & Pensioners’ Welfare, Ministry of Personnel, Public Grievances & Pensions, GoI vide letter DO No.1/21/2016-P&PW(E) dated 24th May, 2016 informed that the Government has been pursuing with the pension disbursing banks to sensitize the pensioners of the benefits of the ‘Jeevan Pramaan’ application. In this connection, the banks have been requested to organise Special Aadhaar Seeding Camp in all pension paying branches from 30th May to 10th June, 2016. 

UIDAI has informed that currently banks are functioning as Registrars for Aadhaar enrolment, for which they have Enrolment Agencies under them and have necessary kits for it. 

Banks are requested to provide Aadhaar Enrolment facility in the afore-mentioned camps. Enrolment agencies under banks control may be suitably instructed in this regard. Banks may also utilize facilities of Permanent Enrolment Centres (PECs) operating in the nearby area, run by CSCs or the State Governments. List of PECs is available on UIDAI website (http://appointments.uidai.gov.in/easearch.aspx ).

Lead District Managers are advised to coordinate and personally supervise the organisation of these camps. 

GoI requested SLBC to include the review of progress as an agenda item of SLBC meetings. Hence, all banks are requested to submit the progress in seeding of pension account with Aadhaar number on monthly basis.

Financial Literacy activity by rural branches and FLCs:
The Financial Literacy Centres (FLCs) both in Districts and LDM offices opened by the Banks are meant to take up Financial Literacy activities on a regular basis but it is observed that activities are not conducted at anticipated scale. 

The performance of the FLCs during the quarter under review is:

· 45 FLCCs are running in the state.
· 345 special camps and 332 specific camps were conducted by FLC / FLCCs during the quarter under review.
· 1399 special camps and 529 specific camps were conducted by 1277 rural braches in the State of Telangana.
· At Rural Self Employment Training Institutes in the State, financial literacy material is made available and literacy sessions are made part of sessions in the training schedule.

Government of India has launched Atal Pension Yojana in 2015 and more than 33 lacs subscribers throughout India have been enrolled under the scheme with in short span of 14 months.
Training/Capacity building programmes on APY have already been organised by PFRDA in coordination with SLBC convenors on a massive scale for bank officers in which more than 1 lacs bank officials have been trained across the country 
This has helped in building confidence in bank staff, creating mass awareness and ensured smooth implementation of APY there by fulfilling the expectation and mission of Government of India to provide the old age income security to the large masses in the country.
PFRDA advised that they intend to extend these capacity building programmes under APY for Business Correspondents across all the banks as BC channel play a crucial role in financial inclusion by providing low cost banking services including pension to unbanked population of India.
In this regard, as advised by PFRDA all Lead District Managers were requested to organize capacity building programmes for BCs across all the banks in their districts in coordination with training agency appointed by PFRDA, as detailed hereunder.

In this regard, LDM Khammam is in touch with the District Administration for identifying such areas, if any.

19.1  Special Drive for Financial Inclusion Initiatives from 15/09/16 to 31/10/16
We have been advised by DFS, Ministry of Finance, Government of India that a “Special Drive for financial inclusion initiatives from 15th September 2016 to 31st October 2016” is envisaged with atleast 3 events per district during the period to accelerate the momentum in Government‘s initiatives towards financial inclusion viz  PMJDY, PMMY, PMSBY, PMJJBY, APY and Stand Up India schemes.

A two track strategy and preparatory activities to be done by the stakeholders i.e Banks, SLBCs, States have been advised.

District Magistrates and the Lead District Managers play a key role in the Special drive by providing local level coordination with the banks, MFIs, SLBC and by regularly following up on the implementation.  LDMs have to maintain close co-ordination with their District Magistrates.   Communication received in this regard is enclosed as Annexure 70.
LDMs are advised to conduct camps on the scheduled dates.
19.2  Levy of Stamp Duty on Agricultural Loans:
Indian Banks’ Association has advised that at the meeting of Standing Committee on Agricultural and allied activities, the Committee has discussed the issue of Levy of Stamp Duty on agricultural advances by banks.  It is  informed that different states have prescribed different stamp duty.  The members of the Standing Committee felt that  this need to be addressed and stamp duty on mortgage of land for agricultural advances be completely waived or the exempted limit may be raised to at least Rs. 20 lac by all the banks.  In the State of Karnataka, stamp duty for agricultural advances is presently waived for loan agreements and mortgage / charge creation.
IBA has advised SLBC to take up the matter with the respective state governments for waiver of stamp duty on agricultural loans.

The Revenue and Institutional Finance Departments of the Govt. Of Telangana are requested to examine the issue and advise. Copy of the IBA letter is enclosed as Annexure 71.
19.3 
NPAs under Rajiv Gruhakalpa Scheme:

APGVB a member Bank of SLBC of Telangana has sanctioned 186 loans amounting to Rs.268.21 lac financed by 5 branches in Mahabubnagar district during the year 2006-07 under Rajiv Gruhakalpa Scheme which have become NPAs.  These loans were sanctioned against a tripartite agreement executed by the beneficiaries; AP Housing Board and the Bank.
The issue of recovery of NPAs has been discussed in DCC meetings several times and the District Collector has instructed the concerned officials to resolve the issue by handing over allotment letters to the beneficiaries which did not happen so far.  Though, the Housing Board is under obligation to take steps for creation of mortgage of the houses immediately after handing over allotment to the concerned borrower, the Housing Board has not done resulting in the accounts becoming as NPAs.  While some of the beneficiaries are living in the houses, many of them are still lying vacant.

SLBC is requesting the Govt. Of Telangana to resolve the issue and instruct the concerned officials to help banks in recovery of NPAs under Rajiv Gruhakalpa Scheme at the earliest. Copy received from APGVB is enclosed an Annexure 72
19.4
Progress Report on FLCs / Rural Branches:
As per the extant RBI guidelines, Financial Literacy Centres / Rural Branches have to take up financial literacy activities in their area of operation.  Latest reports received from banks indicate that in general, the FLCs / Rural Branches have not been able to meet the minimum targets i.e., covering 5/6 target groups by FLCs every month and conducting at least 1 camp by each rural bank branch (some of the FLCs maintained by LDM offices have not conducted any camps).  In this regard, the concerned banks / FLCs are advised to strictly adhere to the periodicity of conducting camps. Copy of RBI communication is enclosed as Annexure 73.

Unidentified / unrecognised clusters of MSME – availability of banking outlets and credit flow in such clusters.
Reserve Bank of India has sent a study report conducted to find out unidentified / unrecognized MSME Clusters and advised SLBC to flag such clusters / agglomerations to consider extending banking facilities either through Brick & Mortar branches or through business correspondents.

The list of clusters has been shared to controllers of all the banks with an advise to explore possibility of financing through their branches in these areas.

Controlling authorities of banks were advised to submit quarterly progress report starting from 30th Sept., 2016.  Proforma of the report is already circulated among the member banks. Copy of the RBI communication is enclosed as Annexure 75.
